Ed’s Revised Outline 1
Here is the revised outline, starting with your first paragraph for reference:
as the shot transitions to the same fireflies now in Florida at night 

and the man is still wandering the road coughing as he finally collapses

and lies motionless on the dark moonlit road. After many moments a car

finally drives by and suddenly screeches to a stop, a woman is heard

calling for her husband for help. They pick up the man and carry him into 

the car and drive off. The next morning the shot reveals Ed Leedskalnin

waking up in a bedroom and overhears the wife making breakfast and the

husband talking to his wife about Ed’s condition, Ed tries to sneak out

despite his physical condition and exits out the front window heading

down the dirt road…Ed seems to somehow know which direction he is headed

despite not having a compass or any other belongings. The couple enter

the room suspecting a noise and finds that Ed is no longer there, they go 

out and fetch the car to go look for him, about a mile down they find him 

and try and reason with him, but Ed seems like a mute and doesn’t seem to 

acknowledge their presence. They mention how they tried to get a doctor

for this morning and to check him out…the wife asks his name at least and 

where he is headed…Ed replies that his name is Ed and that he preferred

to walk and that he needed no doctors. They end up taking him back to his 

place and recommend he eats a meal first they insisted. Ed finally gave

in and thanked them for their kindness and explained that he didn’t want

to trouble anyone. At the table he doesn’t talk much about his motives,

but rather is very thankful for finding him on the road and carrying for

him and asks to not trouble the doctor because he claims that he just has 

a mild chest cough. He asks about purchasing land and is right to the

point… the man recommends Kilmore and drives him over there and tags

along. Ed walks surveys the land with twigs he broke and seems to be

“sensing” the land. The landowner comments on his friend as some

man-witch like a native and says that he will be upfront about the land

and how it is not good for planting anything, in other words worthless.

Ed ignores this and comments on how he knows there is water underneath.

Though Ed does not have the money to purchase the land in a full payment, 

he asks if he can owe it to him later, but the kind man who brought Ed

says he trusts this man and that he would pay his first down payment. Ed

thanks the man again and promises to pay him back as soon as he can. As

the man is on his way out telling Ed that he will check up on him every

now and then, the Landlord Kilmore tells the man that everyone knows that 

this is the worst piece of land in all of Florida, horrible for

crops…they are both in mystery of Ed’s determination.                  

As Ed is leaving, the Landlord shakes his head, thinking that Ed seems to be clueless. He starts to laugh but covers his mouth just in time so Ed will not here him laughing. When the landlord turns away, we see a mischievous expression come across his face as if he had something in store for Ed. Later that night, Ed is walking around and then we notice that the landlord is tailing him. The closer the landlord gets we hear the metronome getting louder and faster. All of a sudden Ed turns around and sees the landlord and demands to know why he is tailing him. The landlord makes up an excuse that he noticed Ed walking around and thought he was lost. Ed gives the landlord a suspicious look and walks away. 
Ed enters a coffee shop and people are seen in the background staring at Ed very deliberately. We have a series of CU shots of people talking in very quiet voices of how mysterious Ed is. We hear people talking about how Ed does not seem to have a past. As we hear the music of Sigur Ros playing, we hear a waitress leaning over the shoulder of one of the regular women customers and she whispers that no one seems to be aware of Ed having any kind of a past.  There is one strange looking man that shows up, and he takes some dice out of his pocket and rolls them around in his hands as he is looking over at Ed out of the corner of his eye. Ed eats his food but hardly looks up from his plate. 
A little girl, about 6 years old or so, tells her friend says that Ed reminds her of a story her grandmother told her when she was 4 years old and it gave her nightmares, about a stranger who came to town and was always seen walking around, but hardly ever said a word. The little girl gets scared when Ed gets up from his table and as he walks by her table,. We have a CU of her following Ed’ every step with her eyes wide open. After he pays for his food and leaves, she turns back to her friend across the table but knocks her glass of milk over and it spills all over the table. Ed walks several blocks to the local junk store. People keep giving him cold stares as the watch him pass by. The clouds above are very ominous, and a lady comments to her husband that weather matches the feeling she gets from this stranger perfectly. The husband says Ed reminds him of a strange person who came to town when he used to live in Georgia when he used to work in a peach farm and the man sued to sneak onto the grounds at night and try to steal peaches from the trees. 
Ed arrives at the local junk store and a similar reaction takes place to him. Ed goes to the owner to pay for some junk parts, and when the owner asks what he is going to do with them, he becomes very evasive and just says that he will have use for them. Two ladies about 40 years old remark that Ed seems to be up to something but they cannot figure out what it could possibly be. One of the ladies picks up a doorknob and tells the other lady that it looks like the kind her husband needs to repair their front door. She says that the wood from the door wore down a lot over the winter because they had many rainstorms. The other lady says that she would be afraid to bump into Ed alone in the dark if there was a heavy rainstorm and she was walking down a street with no other people in sight. Meanwhile, Ed pays for the stuff he has chosen and as he is leaving, we hear more of the music of Sigur Ros and hear Ed talking to himself about the blocks of coral on his estate and then we see him make his way to the estate. As Ed is on the way to his estate, we see more and more people giving him cold stares. When he finally arrives at his estate, he sees the blocks of coral.  Ed is seen at twilight inspecting the newfound coral when out of nowhere, he has a vision of a man hitting a child with a belt and the child screaming, but Ed has no idea what the meaning of this is. (He will have this vision several times.  Whenever this occurs, we hear the metronome tick fast and loud. ).
Several days later, Ed starts to fix up a truck with some scrap parts on his estate. The sun is out but weather is cool and somewhat windy.  People walk up to him from time to time and ask what he is doing, and he claims he can make it run out of junk parts. The truck is the same color gray as the coffee shop building several days ago. The color kind of accents Ed’s elusive aura that he gives off. All of a sudden, we see the man from Georgia with his wife and they talk to Ed a little. As they walk away, their expressions suggest that perhaps Ed could be the type of person that when you get to know them, they are not as strange as they seem, but they still seem a little suspicious of him. Finally, he gets the truck running. As he is driving around, people notice that it is Ed and stare at him. Suddenly we see the man who always has the dice staring at Ed.  Ed does not see him but this strange feeling comes over Ed. Later that day, Ed drives back to his estate.  He sees a yellow Labrador near his truck but the dog is by himself and has no tags. Even the dog seems to sense that there is something different about Ed and the dog keeps a distance from Ed but does not go away. After a while, Ed discovers even more mysterious blocks of coral, and a very knowing smile comes across his face. (It may be that he is thinking of Agnes, but the audience will not know of this for the time being.)
More and more locals are spying on Ed in the hope of catching him at work. He seems to have a sixth sense about people watching him and seems to be having fun slowly moving out of their line of sight. Suddenly, we see the man with the dice in his hands trying to catch Ed, and simultaneously, Ed suddenly has the vision of a man hitting his child with a belt, and in his vision, hears the child screaming. (The man with the dice is actually Tony’s father, and somehow, every time the man nervously rolls the dice in his hand, somehow it triggers Ed’s visions of the man, Tony’s father, hitting him with the belt.)
We hear a lot of music of Sigur Ros as there is more and more talk in town about Ed’s mysterious working patterns. Rumors are spreading about how he got hold of the coral. At the local market, people are picking out fruits and vegetables and they start talking about this strange man who is new in town. There is a nurse who is still wearing her nurses’ uniform and she is tall, has black hair, and looks to be American Indian. She says nothing but listens very intently to the people talking about Ed They are also talking about rumors of levitation and witchcraft. We find more and more how different and secretive, and yet brilliant that Ed is. A tall man wearing a cowboy hat who is a local rancher tells his daughter, who is with him wearing cowboy boots and has long red hair, that he even heard that Ed even patches his wounds with spider webs.  The nurse overhears this and he eyes grow as wide as you can imagine. 
Over several weeks, Ed is working on something at his estate. People come by and ask what he is doing, but he will never tell them. There is a time sequence where we see him in the morning, midday and late afternoon at various stages of his work and different town’s people try to get close enough to see what he is doing but he will not let them. This is intercut with people at different places talking about the mystery of what Ed is doing. A man is getting a haircut and he talks to the barber about Ed. A lady talks to the teller at her bank about this strange man. Then we see some men working at a lumberyard talking about Ed. After several weeks, Ed had invented the perpetual motion holder and powers up his truck with a gasoline free solution. The locals are amazed. They still feel he is very strange, but are starting to realize that he is a genius, although a very strange one at that. As people are stunned by what Ed has invented, he drives off toward his estate as darkness is about to fall.  Just as he parks the truck and prepared to go inside for the night, a light rain starts to fall, and we see and hear the Yellow Labrador walking around outside and we see the dog watching Ed very intently.
