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Man Ray Outline:

· Hollywood: leaving for Pars 1951

· 1922 taking Proust’s death portrait

· going to Madame la Comtesse Chateau to give a lesson, H.G. Wells film idea

· discovers Kiki at café, introduction, then partner

· Meets with Dada group at cafés intro to Soupault, Rigaut, Tzara, Eluard, they meet at café first, they talk about criticism, MR photography/painting then they head to the Theater/Opera house, they yell in the middle of show, get kicked out and MR observes ocean, 1st surreal trip drowning in ocean. 
· Studio sitters/bourgeoisie pple/fashion model sitters
· Fashion Magazine Editors visit studio followed by Ernest Hemingway, which leads to boxing match

· MR discovers Rayographs, and later MR and Kiki go out to the night club at the Jockey and there is the fight scene between MR and Russian Cowboy, Kiki is found to hit the cowboy with her camera causing him to bleed.

· Café seen with MR and Dada group playing chess, perhaps with Duchamp, they catch up and talk about art and why Duchamp doesn’t paint anymore. 

· MR has 2nd surreal trip in his bedroom at night, tries to filter out the car/city noises and it slowly sounds like the ocean, finds himself on the coast of Florida, someone approaches him, just as he snaps out still dreaming, he finds himself playing chess with nobody and yet the pieces move…somnambulism 

· Tzara puts MR on a film program for a Dada show in a theater, which leads to The Return of Reason, during the film, members of the audience get into a fight and there is a braw, which closes the event, successful dada event 

· 1924 Hemingway has accident at studio in bathroom during a party at MR studio, which leads to his portrait taken
· Another chess game with Dada or Duchamp, catch up social life, Duchamp asks about MR’s cane from NY and there is the funny story.

· Picasso or Dali or Duchamp visit MR in studio as MR is busy taking portraits, they notice his jar filled with metal balls, MR tells them the story of the illusion of food for the artist, they notice MR’s chessboard and ask to play a match, later that night MR and Kiki have a party at the Studio, more Dada party stuff, funny things happen, Peret recites his poems and has a conversation with MR and Kiki while cutting in and out of sleep as if he were still talking and starts where he left off = transition into Surrealism…MR that night has his 3rd surreal trip from his studio into a cabin where he discovers Ed’s rare books and shovels, other tools and walks out of cabin to the woods, passes by mirror and is surprised by what he sees…transitions back to conversation with Peret…

· 18 of the Surrealism group with wives and mistresses go to Duclair in Normandy and have a nice trip to relax and have a feast/party…they are seen as foreigners and Peret comments on a Bourgeoisie umbrella and the man challenges him to come down, everyone follows, the man hits Peret and Kiki retaliates by breaking the umbrella, the group is pushed against a café window and it shatters. They wait for police later that night and get off easy due to one of the group members relationship to the former President. 
· MR screens his Emak Bakia which the Wheelers wanted to finance him for an introduction to his original cinema with the help of Rigaut. MR shows the film and talks about it first about his views and pple like the film, he turns down offers to do more films as the craft becomes more complicated with more technicians involved. 
· About this time Kiki is in NY after being asked to become a movie star in America, but the plan fails but she is gone in the meantime…

· MR walks the city and is inspired to paint again whenever he could. He goes to a cathedral and sits in it while he has his 4th surreal trip when the cathedral view becomes lined with the forest trees and he is in the middle of a forest at dusk in Florida. Relates to his photograph of forest lined up…He explores around and sees Ed in silhouette working on the coral castle, Ed catches some local spying on him and the person runs off secretly.   

· Kiki comes back and they have their drastic fight which ends happy

· Jump to 1930’s where MR is at the Pecci-Blunt costume Ball and there is the all white theme of floor/costumes. MR is in charge of the attractions and Film Projection of one of Lumiere’s hand colored prints onto the dance floor outside. Lee Miller, his assistant and lover at the time is introduced as not really helping, but being asked to dance. MR gets some ideas for his The Lovers painting. 
· Has more Surreal trips into Ed’s world and discovers the Lips all around him. Finds himself in the forest again with the flying lips. Fast shots of people’s lips Juliet, Kiki, Lee Miller, Agnes, etc… flashback to Kiki’s lipstick stain on his collar. 

· MR starts to paint his The Lovers little by little; progress is made in his bedroom. 
· MR photographs Lee Miller: Nude theme female form, creative nude photography
· MR goes to forest with camera (undergrowth 1930’s) to take his pictures, but has another surreal trip into Ed’s world this time he tries to take Ed’s portrait, but fails, at this point he is more conscious of Ed and the mystery behind coral castle and the story behind Agnes. Shots inter-cut with his current works with Lee Miller (kiss, lips, and 2 women) Miller nude behind net curtain.

· WWII transition: Man Ray tries to travel south west of Paris, packs up things, surrounding pple are panicked, MR does not bring many belongings

· On the road to Tours, as he is driving with Ady, German planes attack at first over the air, pple panicked pull over to the woods, but later leaflets are dropped, apologizing for the attack, they travel for many days and sleep in the woods in the car, as other refugees are doing

· Pulls up to a service/gas station in a small village and the owner offers everything for free, commenting on how the Germans would soon take over anyways…MR comments on how generous he was to a stranger and how others should follow…

· Parks his car outside hotel, since all garages were taken and when Germans enter the city, they ask for his driving services, but MR gives them the wrong key to start up the car.

· MR ends up on the ship and makes the trip to America, once Paris is occupied by Germany, interesting ship ride that encounters many U-ships, which MR has dreams of U-ships being whales in the ocean… 

· They finally arrive and the media is all over pple like Dali, who asked MR to be his interpreter, but MR declines to not attract any attention.

· With his sister’s businessman friend, MR ventures to Hollywood for the trip and eventually settles there, noting the journey through the desserts and eventually Hollywood spotlights.

· Hollywood years: Introduction with Juliet, dancing, then night club 

· Juliet and MR move into his Vine studio, buys car, many editors and industry pple, try and get him back into the photography world, but MR pursues painting   

· MR is invited to have galleries and lectures, which he has many encounters with critics and gives his famous speech about criticism and modern art

· MR is invited to Hollywood parties, meets Eric von Stroheim and Jean Renoir 

· MR strolls around Hollywood at night and explores town 

· MR has his meeting with Hollywood producer and agent in restaurant, turns down deal, pple try and use his skills for their own ideas, MR is a creative genius of his own 

· Not much seems to happen to MR as MR seems uninspired by the general commercial atmosphere of Hollywood and pple’s desire to just use MR to their advantage

· We cut back to MR and Juliet packing their things and leaving for Paris, they are on the ship and MR says his final words about why he loves Paris so much and about how he wishes he could have taken Ed’s portrait, it would have been an honor…
Ed’s Outline

· Ed is strolling around on the dirt road somewhere in Florida, collapses and is later picked up by Herman and his wife.
· Next day, Ed tries to escape from the house and pursues his wandering, but is later convinced to be taken back to eat, but refuses to see a doctor

· Ed goes to a landowner to purchase bad land, later that night the landowner is caught trying to spy on him 
· At coffee shops and other places, word of mouth about Ed’s mysterious arrival and not having a past has become gossip around town. When Ed enters coffee shops, pple quiet down and just give a cold look
· Ed purchases junk parts from the local junkyard and claims he could use them, without explaining what they are for, meanwhile blocks of coral can be seen on his estate 

· Next thing, Ed fixed up a truck, with scrap parts and claims he could make it run out of junk parts, more mysterious blocks of coral are discovered

· Locals spy on Ed’s land and try and catch him working at night, but none are successful 

· More talk in town about Ed’s mysterious working patterns, and rumors are spreading about how he got the coral. There are rumors about levitation, and witchcraft, Ed also patches his wounds with spider webs. People learn new things about Ed   

· Ed invents the perpetual motion holder and powers up his truck with a gasoline free solution, locals are amazed.

· One of the local ladies is curious about Ed and she learns more and more about him and Ed explains about Agnes and how building this castle is all just out of his love for her. 
· Ed starts to daydream and have visions about Agnes and his astrological implications

· Ed builds his revolving door and shows Tony, a boy he befriended after Tony tried to steel Ed’s wallet, it opens by a simple push, weighing 10 tons. 

· Ed cooks for Tony and they eat together, we find out about Tony’s abusive father and how it led Tony into his bad stealing habits. Ed also tells of his past and we find out about his dreaming habits. Ed also brings up the hidden secrets of Stonehenge and the great pyramids. He also talks about Druids and his experience of almost getting killed by one as a kid in Latvia.  

· The locals are all curious how Ed is building the castle and they are all trying to come up with their own theories, while the lady and Tony are more interested in Ed, the human being, and his love for Agnes and overall inspiration

· One day Ed collapses while working on the castle and he is taken to the doctor who says that he has a terminal case of Tuberculosis and that he may not survive it. It cannot be treated, but Ed is determined to finish the castle and wouldn’t let anything get in his way of his quest.
· Ed builds his Human Magnetitron and spends time bathing in the sun on his magnetic coral block each day for a couple hours, determined he can cure his disease based on his theories of magnets and unconventional science

· Ed receives a letter from an unknown source and he reacts somewhat shocked, but carries on with his current activity as Tony observes…Ed claiming that it was nothing important

· Time passes and Ed is going to a check up for his Tuberculosis and finds out that he has cured himself; the doctor cannot believe the results, saying that it is a miracle.    

· Over dinner at a coffee shop, Ed talks with the lady about latest developments, his health and his latest additions, even talks about how he applied for a patent for his perpetual motion holder and how he has received no response for a while now and they comment on how slow the government works. The beginnings of WWII is announced on the radio   

· Ed reminisces about his war experience as a soldier in WWI and gives commentary about war in general… meanwhile the lady tries to pursue Ed, but Ed is really not giving up hope for Agnes and the lady understands and wishes someone could love her the way Ed does for Agnes

· Ed works on his smaller objects like tables, chairs and other inventions, Tony was able to catch Ed working at night and watches as the piece of coral floats in the air and drops as Ed notices Tony…later when asked by the locals, Tony explains what he saw and no one believes his story.
· While Ed is working at night or when he is in his chamber in the tower, he senses something is wrong in the air…he might have some suspicions about being watched. He further has more dreams about Egypt and memories of his uncle telling stories of his great adventures to the distant parts of the world. Glimpses of Agnes can be seen in his dream sequences. He also has visions when he visited Native Americans in the dessert and their ceremonial practices including looking at the stars. 

· Ed is giving more and more incite into his inspiration to Tony regarding how he could have lifted the coral blocks single handedly. Ed hints that the secret is up there…pointing to the stars. Ed is showing Tony how he tracks the stars with his Polaris telescope, and the first ever moon dial to tell time. Many questions are unanswered leaving the mystery unrevealed. 

· One rainy night, a man walks into Ed’s tower knocking on the door. Ed was surprised he couldn’t sense the person ahead of time…the man claims that he is a car sales man and that he would like to see his perpetual motion holder. Ed tries to make the man leave, but the man bullies Ed to look at the machine to see if he could buy it off of Ed. Ed refuses to sell his inventions to anyone and claims that he has already applied for a patent anyways. The man physically attacks Ed and tells him that he will be back when Ed makes his decision. 

· The locals find Ed beat up and are all wondering what has happened, Ed claiming that it was nothing…pple are starting to get worried. Some try and look for the man responsible for what they did to Ed.           

· It is later heard that that man was really a mob related guy that was hired by an oil company to investigate Ed’s invention and if such existed, to buy it off of him to take it off the market or by any other means necessary.

· Time passes after WWII and Ed is just about finished with the castle, while still waiting for Agnes’ arrival. The locals have a party for Ed and Ed opens it up as a tourist attraction. 

· Over lunch, Ed and the lady and close friends talk about how sad it is that no scientist has bothered to check out his inventions or accomplishments. How he seems to be ignored since he didn’t graduate from a prestigious university with a top degree. That his unconventional techniques are too advanced or too liberal for this conservative society. They talk about how his inventions could improve the energy of the world for free. Ed reveals that he did not bother applying for a patent after his bad experience of being bought out or risking his life. They briefly talk about the politics of America.
· Years pass, and Ed is aging and seems to feel depressed from all the solitude and loneliness. His days are filled with dreams and ideas of what Agnes might look like now. 

· Cut back to the scene where Ed is walking in the woods and he collapses. He is taken to the local hospital in a coma…his condition caused from those long laborious hours all those years finally catching up with him. As Ed comes out of the coma on his hospital bed Herman is by his bedside. He asks Ed to heal himself like what he did with his Tuberculosis and Ed doesn’t seem to respond. Ed asks for the picture of Agnes that was with him in his pocket and he says something along the lines of how he was never able to get a girl…he has some memories of her and as Herman goes to get coffee, Ed falls into another coma and when he passes away he murmurs something very softly.   
· The last shot could have Tony wandering the forest while he passes by a photo paper in the woods, slowly developing into a portrait of Ed.
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
